Environment Court Case: By the time y«
read this the Appeal that STOP is taki
against the DCC granting a nc
complying subdivision on the Highclif
Rd will be over. The Ministry for the
Environment has granted legal aid a
membes have been generous in the
donations, but a small amount mo
money is likely to be required to meet o
obligations.
Harbour Cone is up for sale and STOP is leading a
campaign to persuade the DCC to purchase the block
(which starts at the end of BaconSt, goes up to Larnach
Castle, over the top of Harbour Cone and across tthe
Lime Kilns and partway down to Hoopers Inlet) as a
Recreational Reserve. The alternative is for it tde sold as
separate titles that will, under the District Plan allow
between 11 and 21 houses to be built. The Recreational
Reserve on the other hand would have potential for
walkways, cycleways, picnic spots, safe viewing poioff
Highcliff Rd, protecting native wildlife and enhandng
native bush as well as widening Highcliff Rd at itsnost
dangerous point and retaining the rural aspect and
outstanding landscape views.

The Broad Bay Hall - a short history.

By 1905 there was much community feeling in Broay Bhat
there was a need for a commity meeting place, for possible
clubs and groups, and for church services. Mr D&éaon
had sectioned off some of his land to form the telwp of
Margate; he gave a piece to the community to baildall.
This was allotment 4, on the corner of Lower Poettib Rd
and Bay View Rd, which became Hall Rd, then Moer&sig
The hall was built and officially opened in 1906,

The original Hall set at the bottom of now MoerangiSt.
Behind the hall is Mrs Green's boarding house which

burnt down in the 1930s.

at the cost of 160 pounds. In April 1907 the 'Bréay Hall
Society' was formed. Since it was not a registaety, the
title to the land and hall had to be taken in tlane of 3
trustees. The first were John Clearwater, farmdrorias
Wellbourn, 'lalurer’, and Charles Wilkie, retired farmer. The
trusteeship began officially in 1921, being handkxivn to
members of these families, or to other elected nembrhe
final trustees were James Beattie Black, farmean ICassell
Brown, blacksmith, and Ledestan Hone Taylor, welder
1947. In 1949, the Hall, the land, and all the &sseere
transferred to a new body, the Broad Bay Commu@igntre
(Inc)

The Board of Trustees held the land and premisestHe
Society, which was responsible for usage, financal a
maintenance. The Hall was finally lined in 1929, extra
room was added in 1933, and the anteroom (toiliefsveas
lined in 1934. Much of the money raised was throtlgé
efforts of the Women's Institute, who would holdzéars and
‘entertainmentsThe Bay grew, with the consequent growth in
the number of groups wanting to use the Hall.

By 1945 it was obvious the Hall was inadequate tioe
growing number of clubs. In miti946 a deputation of groups
to the Hall Committee introduced the idea of eritaggthe
Hall (cost about 600 pounds), or building a newl.hhai
November 1946 there were serious deliberations tabue
state of the piles and underfloor bearers.

the local Cathat congregation 'relinquished use of the hall’;

the writing was on the wall for the Hall Society. February
1949 it moved: 'that the Hall be transferred to @mmmunity
Trust and that the Hall Society be wound up'.

The Broad Bay Community Centre (Inc) had alreadydn
two sections in the Bay. Ten local men had eachl {4

pounds to purchase the sections, and these foondati

members drew up the original constitution and ruldee first
section was a strip between the Lower PortobelloaRdl the
Speight property, which extended from 'Marine Pargdow
Waikana St). It had been bought in 1913 by a |cetler,
John McLeod, and almost immediately transferredr coe
Charles Speight. The second was a strip of flad leutich
adjoined the first, extending in from now Clearwaist
originally bought by Charles Speight . The slopisgction
became the Speight berry garden, the flat sectias the
Speight family tennis court. Both sections weradfarred to
the BBCC on 1st October 1946, the BBCC takingt a
mortgage. Since the Society had insufficient membier
develop the land (only 52), it was held in resefwme 'future
projects'.

Taking over the original Hall brought problems the BBCC,
culminating in 1952, when the Hall was declared afi@s
because the foundations had deteriorated so muaichM
fundraising was started, and by October 1953, o»@0
pounds was used in the repairs. Volunteers gaveshofl
labour, both in repairing the foundations and reighing the
inside. The reopening function on Saturday 3 Oatdl853
saw the foundations completely restored, but meathtd do
inside. At this time the BBCC committee was: Mr Eléming
(President), VG Robinson, JL Wilson, AE Williams WG
Mason (Secretary/Treasurer), GM Lumsden, CH WilBam
GH Mason, the Rev RC Grover, Misses M Muir, V Bipho
and R Perriman.

The final entry in the Hall Society Minute Book dsa 'Broad
Bay Hall burnt down, Midnight Feb 22 1954, totad$d There
is debate about the precise date, but it was bdomn in
1954,

Over the next months the BBCC committee approached
Peninsula County Council, requesting the Councéetnthe
Broad Bay community needs'. The Bay was 'despaaiget
a hall, especially to hold dances for the youngppedeeping
them in the district, and also ensuring their pteknew
where they were. The PCC agreed to hold a pohénBay on
the matter, but there were delays. And even ifgbk result
were to be positive, it would be the responsibildf the
Centre to submit plans for approval. At this statipes Hall
was to be built in concrete bricks, incorporatdumnket room,
and another room suitable for meetings, and thexg av500

pound subsidy available. The Committee approach&d L

Knewstubb and Son, builders in Dunedin, soon dfieHall
had been burnt down, and they suggested a sunoat 8250

pounds to build a new hall, which would include @hcrete
work and steel trusses, and cover about 80x40 feet.

The Committee then approached Allingham architeots
Dunedin, plans were drawn up incorporating a Hedhaand
extra rooms at the back, including a kitchen.

Pressure built on the BBCC committee to have aimgerea

in the Bay. The costs, especially of fulfilling tidlingham

plans, were seen as too great, esplgciven the difficulties

of raising a large mortgage. And there was some

unwillingness to raise a lot of money through fuaising.
Consequently, the cheapest building possible wested after
4 months work in 1957 on the flat section, the §petennis
courts. It was opened by local MP, JG Barnes, dnJ8ine
1957. The nucleus of the finance was the insurérowa the
old Hall, a grant from the Department of Internaffais,
accumulated fundraising, and 700 pounds raised -5355
(including a large corert held in the Coronation Hall in
Portobello in 1946). Again, volunteer labour featlir The
Hall was finished at 50x30 feet, with other roomsd aa
kitchen. It was of timber framing, a hardboard ete polite
(asbestos mixture) exterior cladding aad iron roof, cost
approximately 3000 pounds. The President at the,timr
KW Baird, was happy that the Bay groups now had
somewhere to meet, especially youth groups. Theiogevas
followed by a bring-and-buy sale and a dance foungp
people in the evening.

However, the quick and cheap option created muct
controversy at the time, and some of the origin&l 1
foundation members shook their heads and walkedyawa
considering an opportunity had been lost to creatarge,
modern community asset. The Centre is now the prilsate,
community-owned hall in the Dunedin area

The new Hall on opening day 8/6/57, before the Ethiege
rooms were gifted.
